You just want to help people, first of all. Coaches need compassion and love. Their main job is being a teacher, 
a mentor, and caring about their leaders. And just think about the big picture. For every leader’s life that you 
touch, you are also impacting the eight to ten people in their group. Make that contact count!

Second, a coach needs to be able to speak the truth in love. You’re kind of a friend. You’re kind of a teacher. 
Usually you’re a fellow leader. However, as a coach, you’re also the accountability person. You need to be able 
to go to your leaders in truth when something needs to be fixed and then hold that person accountable.

Third, coaches need to be spiritual partners for their leaders. Leaders are part of the Lord’s troops on the front 
lines. You need to help your leaders remember to always rely on God and make sure he is leading the way in all 
aspects of their lives.
